Sarah Ragan's First Day of School Script

· Welcome to our classroom!
· We are going to have a wonderful year together.  I have high expectations for each of you!

· (1st grade)-Do you know what an expectation is?  It means that I expect a lot from you and you in return will learn a lot of new things!

· The procedures we will learn today will help us have an efficient and organized classroom.

· (1st grade)- Do you know what a procedure is?  A procedure tells us how we're going to do something and in what order we'll do it.  Can you think of a procedure you do every day?  (Getting dressed, coming to school, walking in the hall, etc.)

· Why do we need to have procedures?

· Without procedures you don't know what's expected of you.

· Procedures help us do things quickly and well.

· It is in our nature to have procedures.

· What kind of procedures do you have? (see above for examples)

Coming to Class

· For now I will come and get you when it is time for us to meet.  Eventually you may come on your own.  When that time comes I will let you know.

· We will meet together at the same time every day.  It is important to remember that I end this class.  This means when it is time to go, I will let you know when it is time to put your materials away and return to class.

· When you come in, pick up your folder and a pencil and come to the assigned table.

· 1st grade-round circle table

· 4th and 5th grade-rectangular table

· When you come, pick up a pencil from the "sharpened" pencil can.  When you leave, you will place your pencil in the "needs sharpening" can.

· Everyday your superstar work will be posted on the whiteboard.  Your superstar work may be different every day, so it's important you check what it is every day.

· Start on this right away so you will be finished with it when it is time for our class   to start.

· You must not talk during this time.  You should not be up wandering around the room.

· Our schedule for the day will also be posted on the board so you know what we'll be doing for the day.

Behavior Guidelines

· We have some behavior guidelines in this classroom.  They are called the STARS behavior guidelines.  Each letter of the word STARS stands for something.
· Strive to do your best.

· Treat people and property with respect.

· Act in a trustworthy and responsible manner.

· Reflect on your actions.

· Show a cooperative spirit.

· What does it mean to do these things?

· I have high expectations that each of you will follow these guidelines, but if you choose not to follow them this is what the consequences will be:

· 1St time-verbal warning, move name to yellow.

· 2nd time-verbal warning, guideline infraction notice (4th and 5th gr.), move name to orange, homeroom teacher is informed.

· 3rd time- move name to red-note and call home.

· Today I will have you decorate your envelope.  Every day you stay on green you will collect a ticket from me, which you'll put in your envelope.  When you have 5 (10 for 4th and 5th grade) tickets you may exchange them for a prize from the prize box.

Learning Expectations

· There are also some expectations I have while we are learning:
· Give me your full attention.

· Don't talk when I'm talking.

· Please wait until I call on you to begin speaking.

· In addition, if I raise my hand, face me, raise your hand, and stop talking.  NO EXCEPTIONS!

Ending Our Class

· When it is time to leave I will let you know.  You should

· Put up your folder and any papers you have away in the correct bin.

· Clean up your work area and line up at the door.

· I will give you permission to leave.
